·  Yongduam Dragon Rock , formation of volcanic rock which looks like Dragon Head after eruption thousand years 

ago. 
·  Mystery Road , phenomenon experience of gravitation forces by nature. 
·  Seongsan Sunrise Peak “Fortress Mountain Port” is an unusual volcanic cone formation, a 360 parasitic volcano 

that doted the Jeju Island.

Seoul 
·  Gyeongbok Palace  is the oldest of Seoul's Royal Palaces. It dates from 1405, and is still very well preserved. 

For the Chosun Dynasty (1392-1910) it served as the main palace for over 300 years. 
·  Cheongwadae is the executive office and official residence of the South Korean head of state, the President of 

the Republic of Korea.  
·  Cheonggyecheon Stream  used to exist merely as an overpass neglected in 1970 until it was restored in 2005, 

becoming a haven of natural beauty amidst the bustle of city life. 
·  Dongdaemun - One of the shopping bazaars in Seoul that has just anything that you wanted. What makes this 

place so special is that most of the local products can be found. 
·  Kimchi represents Korea's best known food and is served at almost every meal. Despite a reputation for being 

spicy, most people usually develop a taste for it, and many foreigners also find themselves missing it after 
returning to their home country. 

·  Insadong  and the surrounding area were the residences of Joseon Dynasty (1392-1910) officials, extended royal 
families, and the yangban aristocratic class. The antique art shops that were established here during the 
Japanese Colonial Period carried everyday items of the privileged class as these items became antiques in the 
face of modernity. 

·  Namsan Hanok Village  offers one the opportunity to experience a wide cross section of Joseon-era citizenry 
and activities, from royalty to commoners.
